The Milwaukee Academy of Science wants to make all students and parents, especially our new 

ones, are aware of our existing uniform policy.  Note that letters (i) and (j) are new and will be 

enforced. 

 

Junior Academy students (Grades 6
th

 through 8
th

) wear Tan or Khaki colored pants, 

while shirts are to be solid blue, white, or gray. We will strictly enforce even the slightest 

deviation of the uniform code. Some common violations are as follows: 

 

a. Pants must be worn at WAIST LEVEL, covering your backside, at all times. 

b. Uniform tops must be solid blue, white or gray. 

c. Shirts must be tucked in at all times. 

d. All undershirts must be blue, white, gray, or black. 

e. There is to be absolutely no stripes, writing, designs, or logos on uniform tops 

or bottoms. Pants and tops must solid and one color. 

f. Inside out shirts will no longer be acceptable, nor will shirts, sweatshirts, 

or sweaters be allowed to be tied around the waist. 

g. Oversized sweatshirts or “hoodies” are no longer allowed to cover or mask 

sagging pants or untucked shirts 

h. Skirts, and/or shorts must be worn at appropriate length. (No more than 2” 

above the knee!!!) 

i. Socks must be solid colors: blue, white, tan, black or gray 

j. Jewelry must be worn in moderation & excessive jewelry will be asked to 

be removed and stored in students backpack or locker. 

 

 

Any of the above listed offenses WILL result in a uniform violation, and upon the 3
rd

 such 

violation they will be suspended from school for a minimum of one day, but up to 3 days. Many 

of our students get dressed without you seeing them before they leave for school, so we would 

ask that you please discuss the policy with your child to avoid such offenses. Should you have 

any questions about our uniform policy, please feel free to contact me at 933-0302 ext.
